AANA Education Committee

National Student Excellence in Education Award
The Education Committee will award a National Student Excellence in Education Award at the 2012 AANA Annual Meeting during the Student Luncheon.  The award will be presented to a student with the most innovative method of promoting a career in the education of nurse anesthesia students. 
Each program is encouraged to submit one (1) innovative project developed by a student.  All entries must comply with the following standards:

1. Only one submission per program.  Program directors will select the submission for consideration.

2. The work must be that of a single author. Coauthored papers will not be accepted.
3. The work must be submitted via e-mail to the AANA Education Department office at education@aana.com  by May 15.  This deadline is firm.  

4. The work must be typed, single spaced in Times New Roman 12 point font with 1” margins.  Your submission should not exceed two (2) typed pages.
5. Include the following information as indicated on the title page form: Program name, Education project title, Program director’s name, Program participant name.

6. The student must be currently in good standing in the program

7. Include a brief description of the project to promote nurse anesthesia education as a profession.  This may be a recently instituted project not to exceed one year in implementation.  The submission will be judged on the following criteria:

a. Ingenuity and continuity:  What is the purpose (in line with the project title) of the project?  What methods were utilized to meet the stated goal?  Is the idea original?  Does the project include media, verbal presentations, AV, posters, or tactile facets?  Is the project well defined and does it reach a specific goal?

b. Project scope:  Does the project reach out to a variety of individuals?  In what way?

c. Longevity:  Is this a project that can last?  Is this a project that is effective enough to be continued by your program?  Can this project be easily implemented in other programs or on a national level?

d. Outcome:  What was the effect (if implemented) of your project?  What did your target group learn about nurse anesthesia education?

Each entry will be judged by the AANA Education Committee.  The winner will be announced at the 2012 AANA Annual Meeting at the Student Luncheon and presented in person with a certificate of recognition.
