Department of Convention and Meeting Planning will coordinate
topics to minimize duplication. Preference will be given to lec-
tures that feature presenters who support nurse anesthesia.

AANA reserves the right of final approval of all program
content, speakers, and arrangements. Sponsors must notify
AANA in writing of any changes in the program, speaker, etc.
CRNA speakers must be a member of the AANA.

Any additional contracts that must be signed by the AANA
between a third party and/or Corporate Partner and AANA,
must be disclosed at the time of application. If not disclosed at
the time of application, it will not be signed at a later date.

Corporate-Sponsored Presentations will be publicized in the
Annual Meeting Preliminary Schedule and in the Official
Program and Exhibitor Directory. The deadline for inclusion of
material in the Preliminary Schedule is December 15, 2011.

AANA members are required to preregister for all Annual
Meeting sessions. There is to be no additional charge to
attendees for these presentations.

Speakers for all presentations are required to submit an
abstract suitable for electronic publication by March 15, 2012.
All educational materials provided by the speaker must comply
with the AANA Speaker Guidelines that are enclosed in the
letter of invitation sent by the AANA. All abstracts and hand-
outs will be published on the AANA website; no educational
materials will be permitted for distribution onsite.

Should a speaker not submit a suitable abstract for electronic
publication, no electronic handouts will be allowed.

AANA requires a high level of professionalism when speak-
ers compare their company products with a competitor's.
Degrading remarks of a competitor's products are unacceptable.

The information provided on the application is the only oppor-
tunity to market the program. It is imperative that careful
thought and consideration be given to the preparation of the
content statement and learner outcomes. The Preliminary
Schedule is the only mechanism for marketing the program.

Sponsors must submit their application for sponsorship oppor-
tunities separate from their exhibit applications. Only compa-
nies exhibiting at the Annual Meeting are eligible to sponsor.

Prospective sponsors must submit an application, including,
content summary, learner outcomes, and speaker information,
by December 15, 2011. Final selection of symposia sponsors
will be made by the Department of Convention and Meeting
Planning.

Applications for sponsorship must be submitted on an offi-
cial application form and accompanied by the appropriate
application fee. Transmissions by fax will be accepted only if
the application is accompanied by the required attachments
and a purchase order or check requisition. Payment must be
received within 10 working days of the fax.

AANA will correspond directly with the identified speaker.
AANA will manage all Corporate-Sponsored Presentations
and PreConvention Workshops as part of your application fee.
CRNA speakers must be paid a minimum of $200 for each
one-hour presentation plus expenses.

AANA has the right to request speaker fees and expenses
with application. If fees are not submitted upon request, the
application becomes null and void. If AANA holds speaker fees
and expenses, AANA will then pay speakers. Any remaining
money after speakers are paid will be returned to the sponsor-
ing company.

AANA will provide an identification sign for use outside the
room where the session is being held. Other signs will not be
permitted. Sponsors are asked to supply an electronic high-
resolution file of their logo for use in the Official Program and
Exhibitor Directory.

15. Continuing Education (CE) credits will be awarded on the basis
of compliance with AANA's Continuing Education Program and
all presentations must qualify for CE credit. AANA will arrange
for CE credit approval, coordinate and record credit, and pro-
vide attendees with evaluation forms.

16. Specific session attendee lists will not be provided to spon-
sor. Sponsors are always welcome to purchase the Annual
Meeting registration lists with the forms provided in their
exhibit kits.

17. Commercial products displayed, mentioned, or used in
American Association of Nurse Anesthetists (AANA) educa-
tion programs or activities are not endorsed by the AANA or
its accreditor, the American Nurses Credentialing Center's
Commission on Accreditation (ANCC COA).

18. If food and beverage is served at a PreConvention Workshop,
the cost is the responsibility of the sponsoring company.

19. All aspects of the Corporate-Sponsored Presentations not cov-
ered by these guidelines will be handled at the discretion of
the AANA. Upon publication, all subsequent amendments that
are made will be equally as binding on all parties affected by
them as are the original guidelines. AANA accepts no respon-
sibility for any misprinted information that may be published.

20. Additional guidelines may be developed as necessary by
the AANA.

Responsibility for Travel Expenses

The AANA does not provide honoraria or reimbursement
for travel, lodging, or per diem expenses for PreConvention
Workshops or Corporate-Sponsored Presentations. Except
in the case of guideline #12 where AANA will pay speaker’s
honoraria and expenses from sponsoring company deposit.
